Born in Echizen City, Fukui Prefecture, Japan.

Begins to study at Kimura Sogaku’s calligraphy school.

Begins to study under Sugimoto Choun, retired calligraphy professor at the University of Fukui.
Meets his calligraphy mentor Kakiuchi Yoseki in middle school.

Enters the Faculty of Law in University of Kyoto.

Receives the artistic name “Kuyoh” from Kakiuchi Yoseki.

Joins the calligraphy club and subsequently plays an active role as a key member in the student
calligraphy community.

Forms a calligraphy research group Ydgetsukai with fellow classmates. Presents calligraphy works
and establishes a research publication Yugetsu.

Engages in galleries group exhibitions, also starts to create original poetry, particularly post-war
poetry.

Continues the creative and research endeavors alongside working life as an employee after
graduating a year later.

Disbands the group Yhgetsukai in a progressive manner.

Establishes the group Hananaki Bara no Kai, focuses on artwork presentations, and establishes a
research magazine initially titled Hihyo, later renamed to Shimyaku.

Publishes Hyoen — jokyo kigo: Ishikawa Kyuyoh sakuhin senshu (Frozen fire — contemporary
symbols: Selected works of Ishikawa Kyuyoh).

Resigns and become a calligrapher artist, establishes the Ishikawa Kuyoh Research Studio.

Wife, Miyako, opens Gallery Shiroiten in Kyoto (later relocated to Chiyoda Ward, Tokyo). Holds solo
exhibitions there twice a year.

Publishes /shikawa Kyuyoh sakuhinshu: Shikashi (Collected works of Ishikawa Kyuyoh: Yet . . .).
Publishes 7annisho: sono niju no keishoyu (Tannisho [Lamentations on divergences]: 20 figurative
metaphors).

Publishes Hana tote bechi niwa nakimono nari (The flower is not something apart).

Publishes Kyuyoh Ishikawa: Tsuzuki Kyoichi henshu “Art random 77" (Tsuzuki Kyoichi, ed., Art
random 77: Kyuyoh Ishikawa).

Resumes writing contemporary poetry and be influenced by prominent figures such as Tanikawa
Gan, Haniya Yutaka, Yoshimoto Takaaki, Tamura Ryuichi, and Yoshimasu G6z6. Delves into the

works of Fyodor Dostoevsky.
